Board of Directors
February 3, 2010
I. Call to order
Mike Woodring called to order the regular meeting of the Magic City Soccer Board at 7:35pm on February 3, 2010 at the Magic City Soccer Office.  The following people were present:  Mark Stevenson, Shelley Prosinski, Terry Stapleton, Dennis Pyburn, Todd Preston, Barry Scott, Kevin Luse, Paul Roper, Paolo Gerbasi, Larry Van Atta, Susan Maier, Bob Besel, Don Threntham, Mike Mayott, Daniell Huggins, Christine Klepps, Robert Rowe and Casey Marlenee.     
II. Approval of minutes from last meeting
The minutes from the last meeting were approved as written.
III. Don Threntham

Don approached the board about supporting the MSU soccer facility.  Currently the board gives $2,000/year as signed in a 5 year agreement in 2008 for a total of $10,000 over 5 years.  Don is amending this agreement to include a $900 per team/season training fee.  This would allow teams to choose 20-35 training sessions during the season.   In the initial agreement there was no mention of using the field to train.  Magic City will still have use of the fields for regular season games, the Stockman Bank Magic City Classic and any State Tournaments the club hosts.  We decided to stick with the existing agreement, since it allowed for rental fees as-is, and the amended version unnecessarily involved the club in Don's rentals; possibly making the club liable for non payments.
IV. Paul Roper
Barry Scott needs someone to organize the field volunteers for the beginning of the season, the start of the classic and the start of the RQT.  Shelley will post this position on the website and through the yahoo message board.

V. Bob Biesel
Bob asked what the procedure is for a team who would like an assistant coach to step in if the head coach is gone. In one case in particular, there is a team who will have a coach gone for a tournament and they would like someone to take his place on that weekend.  Dennis stated that the “fill- in” coach would need to do all the things that other “head” coaches do including having a background check.

VI. Mark Stevenson- Treasure
Mark said the budget is done.  He said that with the drop in numbers it was pretty tight this year.  The club has 4 times as many players on scholarship this year.  This is also the second year of our 2 year pay increase for referees.  

VII. Registrar- Shelley Prosinski 
Shelley has registered all teams for Classic, Select and Premier League play with the state.  The club has also paid fees to the state and turned in all team schedules to the state.  Shelley is still missing many team volunteer sheets which she needs in order to get team managers and assistant coaches their cards.    

VIII. Denise Pyburn- 

At the micro meeting next week the club will announce that in 2011 there will no longer be U12 micro.  Dennis mentioned the idea of looking at allowing micro teams to attend the Sheridan tournament starting next year.   
IX. Terry Stapleton- Secretary & Tournament Director 
a.)  Susan and Terry met with Cabella’s today about sponsoring the classic in some way.  They will get back to them in the next few weeks.  Currently there are 10 teams registered for the classic.  Two of these teams are Canadian teams.  Both the classic and the RQT now have logos.

b.)  The Classic Committee chairs will meet for the first time on the 17th of this month.

X. Danielle
a).  The micro meetings are next Monday and Tuesday.  Danielle went over the meeting agenda and asked speakers to put together a Power Point.  Rosters will be handed out at the meeting.
