       Magic will start accepting on-line registrations and fees on August 14th.  The registration form generated from online registration with notarized medical release, 

this signed Commitment and Expectations form, and fee are due before the first try-out day for all players trying out for a competitive team.  All players are 
required to attend all try-outs scheduled by the club.  Rosters, a final balance, contract, and a list of items needed will be issued within two months after try-outs.
     Equal Micro teams are formed on a first-come, first-serve basis.  Micro registration closes November 30.  Players are put on a wait list after the due date.  Team formation is usually by gender and age groupings (U8/U9/U10 and U11/U12) but is dependent on the total number and type of registrations received.  Micro rosters will be distributed at the AGM meeting in January.  U11 and U12 players that do not make a competitive team will automatically be put on a Micro team and their fees credited toward Micro Magic.

     Try-outs, camps, coach and referee clinics, uniform try-ons, meeting times, competitive and Micro schedules, competitive standings, and other club news are posted on the club website, magiccitysoccer.net.  There are no mailings.  Parents and players are responsible for all information that is posted and must regularly check it for updates.  Parents are also asked to sign up for club e-mail.  Directions for club e-mail sign-up are posted on the homepage of the club Website.
     By submitting a registration form, you are asking Magic City Soccer to put your child on a team in a league that you checked at the top of this form.  Magic Soccer reserves the right to combine age divisions to make the most competitive teams.  If a player is placed on a roster and drops, no refund of fees will be made.  Significant changes have been made by the state soccer association regarding team formation and competition starting in 2010—be sure that you understand these changes!  Before submitting this registration, please be sure to visit our Website or speak with Magic personnel at 294-9480, regarding any questions or concerns that you may have.  

     Uniform try-on will be in early January.  Uniform payment will be made to our uniform vendor.  For competitive teams in spring 2010, we are considering purchasing new uniforms because of unusual wear and tear exhibited by the 2009 uniforms.  A new uniform will cost approximately $60 - $65.

     All teams are expected to have their first organizational meeting with all parents in attendance by January 7th.  All parents will attend the Annual General Meeting (AGM) in late January.  All families are expected to volunteer during the league season for at least 10 hours (5 hours for Micro) for their player’s team or forfeit $100 ($50 for Micro).  Teams without a completed Volunteer Packet will not be scheduled for season play and disbanded.  Each team is responsible for providing at least two certified referees.  Parents who commit to be a referee are responsible for attending the certification clinic and refereeing at their player’s state tournament.    
     Your Magic contract, uploaded player picture for competitive teams, and final balance ($335-$350 competitive or $45-$55 Micro) in full are due 10 days after the team roster and contract are received.  All fees are nonrefundable and nontransferable.  Fees paid toward one child who later drops the club may not be transferred to another sibling.  Expect significant travel costs above the club registration fees for competitive teams.  Families are responsible for contacting the office in a timely manner if there is any question of a player balance or if financial aid is needed.  If financial aid is needed, forms must be obtained from the office by January 1 and submitted every year that aid is requested, no later than February 1.  Payment by credit/debit card on-line is required.  Player cards are withheld by the office for ANY and ALL outstanding balances.  Registrations for the new soccer year from families with outstanding balances will not be accepted.  

      U15 and above players are expected to participate in at least eight regular season games or tournament games, in order to play at the state tournament.  All competitive teams will attend their state tournament and regional tournament, unless waived by the Director of Coaching and the board.  Expect to play tournaments that may include play on, not only Saturday and Sunday, but also Friday.  The competitive U13 state cup will be held at the Montana Showcase (traveling U11s and U12s will be here also) in June and the winner will not attend Regionals.  Qualifying U14, U16, U18 teams will play their regional qualifying tournament over Memorial weekend; winners will attend the regional tournament.  All Micro and competitive teams are also expected to attend the Magic City Classic tournament.
     All Micro and competitive teams are responsible for ads in the Micro and Magic City Classic tournament handbooks.  This money is collected in early March and goes into the general fund to help offset player fees.  Competitive teams that do not collect ad money may be denied their third tournament.
     Magic City Soccer Club is a nonprofit organization that attempts to keep costs at a minimum.  Total player fees pay for:  MYSA registration; competitive evaluations; one outside competitive tournament and the competitive state tournament; Magic City Classic; coach expenses--travel, licensing, and educational clinics; equipment--goals, balls, cones, pennies, field striping equipment, field paint, and a portion of the maintenance of Amend Park; office expenses--office rental, phone, postage, printing, office supplies, insurance, and a small stipend for the registrar and office administrator; club coaching director; referee reimbursement; and uniforms (Micro only).
